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Assembly Instructions for the Round “Forever” Picnic Tables with separate benches

Thank you for purchasing Old-Growth Again (OGA) patio furniture. OGA is dedicated to restoration forestry.
Patio furniture sales finance our restoration of California redwood forestland.

Tools required: 1/2 inch ratchet and a mallet or small hammer.

Your table was partially dis-assembled into 8 parts (2 tabletop halves, 2 tabletop cross braces and 4 legs and the
carriage bolts, washers and nuts as shown in photo 1).

Your furniture was fully assembled in the shop prior to being dismantled for shipping. All the parts fit. The
parts that go together have the same numbers written next to the predrilled holes they attach to. Please take the
time to align the parts with the numbers. If you are forcing a bolt in, the part may be turned around or not
aligned properly. Tap the bolt all the way into the wood to set it, then add a washer and lightly tighten. Don’t
over tighten or you will crush the redwood.

On the following page, a series of photos demonstrate the steps to re-assemble your set. The photos show a 5-ft
round table made in young-growth redwood. The instructions are identical for the 4 and 4 %% ft round tables.
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Photo 1: Unpack your crate and make sure you have all the parts listed above and shown in the photo.

Photo 2: Place your table on carpeting or some other soft surface so that the tabletop is not scratched in the
assembly process. Turn your two tabletop halves upside down and join as shown. Take the two tabletop cross
braces and run through the gaps made in the underside of the tabletop. Match up the numbers on the cross braces
to the numbers on the boards already attached to the underside of the tabletop.
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Photo 3 Attach the two halves of the tabletop by usingiage bolts at each of the predrilled holes onctoss
supports. When choosing a carriage bolt for dqdsr part, make sure to use the bolt that fitsesdly. If the
bolt has an extra inch or so protruding when yauf@ished, you probably used the wrong bolt. Wdvem you
are using carriage bolts in the assembly of thispbease carefully follow these guidelines to awaeakening or
damaging your set: Tdp the carriage bolts all the way into the woodhst it is “set” into the wood. Then
insert the washer and nut and tighten with a ¥A natchet. The bolts should tap into their holésiou have to
force a bolt, the piece is probably on the wronlg sis not aligned properly or is turned around.ndbover
tighten or you'll crush the redwood and weakengdies strength.

Photo 6: Carefully turn the table around. The tableghsiover 200 Ibs and it is a good idea to havdeher
two for this step. Be careful not to place all #height of the table on one leg — the table is Vergvy and can
damage the point where the leg attaches if too rstrelss is placed on that point.
