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Assembly Instructions for Face to Face Garden Swing.

Thank you for purchasing Old-Growth Again patio furniture. OGA is dedicated to restoration forestry.
Patio furniture sales finance our restoration work in our California Redwood forestlands.

Tools required: ¥2-inch ratchet and a mallet or small hammer.

For ease of assembly, pieces that go together have the same number written next to pre-drilled holes that
meet. For example, an arm with the number 6 next to a predrilled hole is to be attached to a back rest with
the same number 6. Never attach two parts with holes that have different numbers. The size of the bolt is
marked next to the pre-drilled hole.

The Garden Swing is re-assembled using carriage bolts. Just match the numbers, attach the parts, tap the
carriage bolt all the way into the wood to “set it”, add a washer and tighten a bit. Don’t over tighten or
you’ll crush the redwood. The Garden Swing ships in 44 wooden parts and uses 52 - 32", 12-4%,"", 12 -
5%, 12 - 6% and 12 — 8" stainless steel carriage bolts.

To begin, please choose an area where the Swing will be located, it should be a level surface that will not
sink. Begin with box number 1. The Garden Swing is divided in 3 sections (A, B, C) A: Is the swing’s
frame, B: the seats and moving parts, C: is the roof.

Thereare 4 —4"x 4" legs (A1, A2, A3 and A4) that support the frame of the swing. To identify the 4 legs,
each leg has a 7-inch 2” X 4” attached towards one end to support the roof (see photo 2). There are also 2
shorter 4"x 4”". To build the frame supports, begin by attaching one of the shorter 4x4 to the top ends of
two legs using 3%2"" carriage bolts.

Photo 1: Attach one of the shorter 4x4’s to the 2 long 4x4’s.

Photo 2: Shows the finished swing frame support.

Photo 3: Repeat with the other short 4x4 and the 2 other long 4x4’s.
Photo 4: Photo 4 shows the 2 swing frame supports assembled.



Please note that the part numbers vary from set to set, but the parts are always the same.

Part A5 is the roof support structure. It attaches the upper frame as shown below using 12” carriage bolts.
Photo 5: Shows a close up of the roof support and the frame support pieces where the matching numbers
attach together.

Photo 6 to 9: Photos 6 to 9 show how to install the roof support to the swing frame supports.
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Parts A6-A9: Now attach the external frame cross supports as shown in photo 10 below. The external
frame cross supports are short 2” x 4” pieces cut at an angle. There are 4 of them. Just match up the
numbers next to the predrilled holes on the frame and roof supports (Photo 11). Use both 3 %2” and 5 ¥2”
bolts as marked. Photo 12 shows the 4 cross supports installed at the corners properly.
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Parts (A10-A13): Next attach the in-frame cross supports. The in-frame cross supports are 4 —4” x 4”
pieces cut at an angle that add additional strength to the frame. They are attached in line with the frame to
not get in the way of the swing. Use 6 %” long carriage bolts to attach. See photos 13 to 15 below for more
detail.
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Parts (A14-A16): The last step in the frame assembly is to attach the 3 — 2” x 3” base support timbers to
each of the frame’s corner 4 x 4 posts near the ground.

Photo 16: First attach to one another to form an H, and then attach to the base of the frame.

Photo 17: Carriage bolts used are 4 %” and 5 %2” long.
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Section B: First hang the 4 — 2” x 4”"s seat supports that allow the seats to swing (B1-B4). The seat
supports are 2”x 4” timbers with round ends that hold the seat and floor of the swing. Start with B1. The
seat supports are held to the roof support frame with 12” bolts that go through the entire width of the roof
support. Make sure to use washers between all the wood members to avoid squeaks when swinging. The
seat supports have 2 sides, in and out, assemble the seat supports as marked on parts (each is marked on
each side as IN and OUT). To secure the movement of the seat supports place 3 washers on each side of the
bolt both at the roof support (above) and at the floor (as shown below on photos 21 to 23) (Parts B1 to B6).
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Assemble the floor with paB5. Use 6% bolts.
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Next 5 steps will use only 3% bolts:
Photo 24 Assemble the first seat marked wif on the seat supports.

Photo 25 Install seat side suppof8 andB9 on each side of the seat.
Photo 26 Attach the supports that assemble the back rest.
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
