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Assembly Instructions for:

Tools required: ½-inch ratchet and a mallet or small hammer.

10 Carriage Bolts 3 ½” x 5/16”, Washer & Nuts

The parts that go together have the same numbers written next to the predrilled holes they attach to. Align 
the parts with the numbers as shown for ease of reference 
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Step 1: Attach sides to bench seat. Match up the numbers to each corresponding side. The legs are not 

interchangeable from side to side.  Align the predrilled holes, tap both bolts (3 ½” x 5/16”) all the way in to 
set it into the wood and then add a washer and tighten the nut. Make sure you are attaching the correct 
side – if the bolts do not lined up; just move the leg over to the other side of the bench seat. The bolts 
should tap into their hole.  If you are using force, the leg probably belongs on the other end of the bench 
seat.  Do not over tighten the bolts or you’ll crush through the redwood and weaken the bench. 

                                           

    
 

    
 

Step 2: Attach backrest to legs with 2 bolts (3 ½” x 5/16”), washer & nut per side. Tap the bolt all the way 

into the wood to set it. Then add a washer and nut and lightly tighten. 
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Step 3: Attach the diagonal support to the leg and underside of bench seat with two bolts. The holes 

have already been drilled. Use a 4 ½” x 5/16 bolt to attach the diagonal support to leg and a 3 ½” x 5/16” 
bolt to attach to bench seat. 

 

                  
 
 
 
Step 4: Attach long support to front legs with one bolt (4 ½” x 5/16”), washer & nut per side.
